INVITATION FOR BIDS

August 27, 2011

1. The United States Agency of International Development (the “USAID”) and the Government of Georgia (the “GoG”) have entered into an agreement for assistance to promoting energy security through greater access to electricity and natural gas supplies for households in Western Georgia, promote the development of the Poti Free Industrial Zone (FIZ) on the Black Sea coast, and secure power exports through reliability related infrastructure improvements.

2. Georgian Oil and Gas Corporation (the “GOGC” or “Corporation”), as authorized by USAID, invites all concerned physical and/or legal persons to submit the Bids for the “Procurement and installation of the gas regulation station”. Funds allocated for this procurement will not exceed 420 000 USD.

3. Parameters, operation conditions, functions and parts of the station are given in the Bidding documentation, as well as on GOGC web-site: http://www.gogc.ge/index.php?m=234&lang=eng

4. Delivery and Installation Terms:

a. Obligatory term for delivery and installation - not later than January 31, 2012;

b. Contractor is responsible for the procurement, delivery and installation of all parts of the station and related charges, clearances and permits. Station shall be installed on the GOGC’s DN700 mm pipeline located in Georgia, Khobi District, village Patara Poti, Senaki-Poti pipeline, Kp-24.

5. Bidding will be conducted through the procedures as specified in these Bidding Documents and in compliance with Procurement Instruction, approved by the Board of Directors of GOGC on August 17, 2011.

6. Any legal or physical body that is authorized to participate in the procurement will have the right to participate in the bidding, except the cases given below:

a. If a bidder represents the country with which the commercial relation is prohibited under the law or official regulation of Georgia;

b. If a bidder – a physical or a legal body – represents a country on the export of whose goods embargo has been put by the Resolution of the UN;

c. Bidders and their managers shall not have financial or family relations with the personsmembers of the Bidding Commission.

7. Eligibility information for Physical and Legal persons should include the following data:

a) In the event the equipment is not produced by the Participant, the Agreement of Cooperation or any other type of document confirming supply of the equipment with quantity indications should be submitted.

b) In the event the equipment is produced by the Participant, Certificates of Quality and Origin issued by the Producer shall be submitted;

8. Physical and/or legal persons should comply with the following requirement:

"Except as may be specifically approved by the Contracting Officer, all commodities (e.g., equipment, materials, vehicles, supplies) and services (including commodity transportation services) which will be financed under this contract with U.S. dollars shall be procured in accordance with the requirements of the United States Code of Federal Regulations, 22 CFR Part 228, "Rules on Source, Origin and Nationality for Commodities and Services Financed by USAID", available at: http://www.access.gpo.gov/nara/cfr/waisidx_09/22cfr228_09.html. The currently authorized sources for procurement are USAID Geographic Codes 000 and 110 (United States, Georgia, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russia, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine, and Uzbekistan).

In the event that offers from other than authorized sources are significantly lower than the lowest offer from an authorized source, a waiver of this requirement may be considered, as specified in 22 CFR 228.

Guidance on eligibility of specific goods or services may be obtained from the Contracting Officer."

9. The Participants must submit the unconditional and irrevocable bank guarantee with the amount of 1% of the offer price. A company issuing the guarantee has to be qualified under “BBB” Fitch Ratings or equivalent rating by other international rating agency. If not, the guarantee has to be approved by the Bank providing services to GOGC (JSC “Bank of Georgia”).

10. The bidding documentation shall not be considered acceptable for evaluation if the Participant is not providing all certificates and information which is defined in the paragraphs 6, 7 and 8. Or if any of these documents happens to be false or is not in compliance with the requirements of the Bidding documentation. The documents listed in paragraph 7 to verify the qualification data must be issued from the date of Bidding announcement to the date of submission of the Bidding offers.

11. In the event of involvement in of the subcontractor in frames of the given Bidding scope and relations concerning to the Bidding, the Subcontractor is obliged to comply with all requirements set for the Participants by the given announcement and has to submit all relevant qualification data and/or information.

12. Interested persons before the payment of participation fee are eligible to become familiar with bidding documentation on-site (address is given in paragraph 21).

13. The Bidding shall use the unconditional and irrevocable Bank guarantee supporting the execution of the contract in the amount of 5% of the Contract Cost. A company issuing the guarantee has to be qualified under “BBB” Fitch Ratings or equivalent rating by other international rating agency. If not, the guarantee has to be approved by the Bank providing services to GOGC (JSC “Bank of Georgia”).

14. The interested persons to obtain Bidding documentation are required to pay a Bidding participation Fee of 500 GEL (or the equivalent USD or Euro with official exchange rate of National Bank of Georgia www.nbg.ge) on the bank account of GOGC (indicating in the payment bill the purpose “the payment of Bidding Participation Fee to participate in the given Bidding”).
